
Beauty and the Beast Finale:  Inter and Senior Notes  
· This song is the ending to our whole show so it needs to be full of energy for us to go out with a bang! 

· Characterisation: the residents of the castle have just become human again, the villagers have learnt to become more accepting and how to value inner beauty and Belle and the Beast have fallen in love. As a result this should be sung with great joy and positive energy, this is the happy ending for our characters so try to feel that while you are singing!

· Before you begin practicing this song pick one of the breathing exercises to do from the breathing exercises document that has been sent out to you all.

· After your breathing make sure to do your vocal warm ups, there is an audio clip of your warm ups that has been sent out to you all if you need it. 

· I have sent out two versions of this song. The first is just the part you will be singing, this will be called either Village or Castle, you only need to listen to your side. The second has both your part and along with a harmony line that will be sung by some of the other students (Finale Harmonies).
· First just listen through the version with your own line while reading the lyrics (lyrics below). Then try to listen to just a few lines at a time, pause the song and repeat the lines back - like how I usually teach you in class! Once you have an idea of how the song goes, try to sing it all through with me.

· When you feel comfortable that you know your part, you can now sing it along with the version that has both lines (Finale Harmonies) and try to see if you can stick to your line!

· See how much you can learn in 30 minutes and then come back to the song in the following days for 10-15 mins at a time until you feel like you know it.
